This is used where there is more than one author to mean 'and others'

e.g. Pears, R. et al.

ibid.

This is used when citing from the same book again in footnotes and
bibliographies. It means 'in the same place' and is used when citing from the
same book again directly after a previous citation, e.g.

This is used when referring to a source that has previously been cited and
means 'in the work cited', e.g.

The reference in no. 3 is the same as in no. 1 except that the page is
different.

passim

This is used where a word occurs frequently throughout a text,

e.g., an entry in an index reading 'coal: 78-86 passim' means that coal is
mentioned throughout pages 78 to 86.
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
